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HOUSE OF SCARY SAINTS OFFERED


A unique “House Of Scary Saints” will open to the public from 6:00 PM --10:00 PM on October 26th and 27th  at St. Francis Church in Lake of the Woods Plaza.


In preparation for All Hallows Eve, commonly known as Halloween, the church’s youth fellowship will offer a one-of-a-kind experience to see famous Christian saints at the moment they died.


“This is for all ages,” said youth sponsor Ron Neilson.  “It’ll be unlike any haunted house you’ve ever seen.  We want to show how people died for their faith.  Scary, and sometimes unbelievable.”

The House of Scary Saints will include a special Tomb Room at the end, “If you make it that far,” says youth sponsor Matt Seele.
